A. Objectives
[bookmark: _Hlk164258506]By the end of this lesson, students will be able to ask and answer about which type of transportation people used.

Skills: Listening, Reading, Writing, and Speaking.

Communication and collaboration: work in pairs or groups to ask and answer about which type of transportation people used.
Critical thinking and creativity: learn how to ask and answer about which type of transportation people used and spell them correctly and fluently.

Kindness: support their friends to complete the learning tasks or play the games.
Diligence: focus on the lesson and work hard to complete all the tasks.
Honesty: play fair.
Accountability: appreciate kindness, diligence, and honesty.
B. Teaching aids and materials
- Teacher’s aids: Tiếng Anh 5 i-Learn Smart Start Student’s Book and Teacher’s book, Class CDs, Flashcards, DCR & DHA on Eduhome, Projector/Interactive Whiteboard /TV (if any), PowerPoint slides.
- Students’ aids: Tiếng Anh 5 i-Learn Smart Start Student’s Book, Workbook, Notebook.
C.Procedures 
   1. Warm-up 
Objectives: To review vocabulary items different transportation modes, generate students’ interests and lead in the new lesson.
Content: Playing the game: “Transportation Tally” or “Transport Match-Up”.
Expected outcomes and assessment.
· Task completed with excellence: Students can join the game and say the words, match the flascards quickly and correctly.
· Task completed: Students can say the words and match the flascards.
· Task uncompleted: Students say the wrong flashcards or pronounce the words and match the flashcards incorrectly.

	Option 1: " Transportation Tally " game.
- Explain the rules of the "Transportation Tally" game.
- Divide the students into teams. Each team will start at a different station.
- Distribute an equal number of flashcards randomly among all teams.
- On "go," one member from each team will race to match a flashcard to the correct transportation station and deposit it in the basket.
- Once a card is deposited, the student races back to their team and tags the next team member to do the same.
- The game continues until all flashcards have been correctly categorized at their respective stations.
	

- Follow and do as guided.
- Join the game.



	Option 2: “Transport Match-Up” game
- Explain the rules and objective of the “Transport Match-Up” game, emphasizing the goal of matching pictures with their names.
- Students take turns flipping over two cards at a time, trying to find a match between a picture card and its corresponding name card.
- If a student finds a matching pair, they remove the cards from the play area and keep them; they get another turn to flip two more cards.
- If the cards do not match, they are flipped back over, and the next student takes their turn.
- Continue playing until all cards.
	
- Follow and do as guided.

- Join the game.




2. Explore
[bookmark: _Hlk164241451]Objectives: To help students recognize, ask and answer about which type of transportation people used.
Contents: Listening, pointing, and repeating.
Expected outcomes and assessment.
· Task completed with excellence:  Students can identify and read out loud the letters correctly.
· Task completed:  Students can identify and read out loud the letters.
· Task uncompleted: Students are unable to point and read the correct letters.
Organization

	A. 1. Listen and point. Repeat. (CD2 Track 13)  
· - Arrange the flashcards (different transportation modes) on the board.
· - Ask the students to listen and pay attention.
· - Use DCR on Eduhome to play the audio and point to each flashcard. 
· - Then play the audio again and have them point to the pictures in their Student’s Books.
· - Play the audio and require them to listen and repeat.
· - Help them with their pronunciation if necessary.
· - Have the class work in pairs. One student randomly points to the pictures in their book, and the other one says the words. Then have them swap roles and continue this activity.
· - Walk around the class and support them if needed. 
	




· - Listen and follow their teacher’s instructions.
· - Point to the pictures in their Student’s Books.
· - Listen and repeat.

· - Work with their partner to complete the task.



	2. Play Guess
- Divide the class into two teams.
- Arrange the flashcards on the board and write a number under each card. 
- Have students look at the flashcards for the count of ten.
- Turn the flashcards over to face the board when the students are not looking.
- Call out a number and have students take turns to guess the face-down card. Turn the card over after each guess
	
- Play with their teammates.
- Follow their teacher’s instructions.
- Look at the flashcard covered with a piece of paper and quickly say the new word when their teacher slowly moves the paper.

- Do the task.

Objectives: To practice asking and answering about which type of transportation people used correctly.
Contents: Listening and speaking.
Expected outcomes and assessment.
· Task completed with excellence: Students know how to ask and answer about which type of transportation people used correctly.
· Task completed: Students ask and answer about which type of transportation people used correctly.
· Task uncompleted: Students fail or make a mistake in asking and answering about which type of transportation people used.
Organization:
	Teacher’s activities
	Students’ activities

	1. Listen and practice. (CD2 Track 14)  
- Use DCR to show the useful language and have students look and read the useful language silently.
- Explain that we often use this to talk about our favorite holidays. 
- Play audio. Have students listen to useful language. 
- Have students practice the useful language. 
- Have students practice using vocabulary from Part A. 

- Go around the class and support them if necessary.
	
- Look and read the useful language silently.
- Listen to the teacher’s explanation.

- Listen and look at the useful language again.
- Work in pairs and practice useful language. 
- Use the new words from Part A when practicing the useful language.

	2. Look, write, and match. Practice
- Demonstrate the activity using the example. 

- Have the students look, write and match.
- Divide the class into pairs and have them check each other’s work.
- Use DCR to check the answers as a whole class.

- Have pairs practice saying the sentences.
- Monitor the class and support if needed.
	
- Carefully look at the teacher demonstrating the activity.
- Look, write and match.
- Work in pairs and check their partner’s answers.
- Check the answers with the teacher and friends.
- Practice saying the sentences with a friend.


 
	Option 1: Travel Tales game.
- Explain the rules of the role-playing game, emphasizing the use of complete sentences in their responses.
- Students take turns role-playing their scenarios in front of the class. One student asks the other, "How did you get there?" based on the scenario provided.
The responding student uses the transportation card to answer, e.g., "We went by helicopter."
- Encourage students to elaborate on their answers by adding details about the experience, such as why they chose that mode of transport or what happened along the way.
	
- Follow and do as guided.

- Join the game.


	Option 2: Use DHA on Eduhome
- Open DHA (Unit 4 – Lesson 3) on Eduhome to help students review the vocabulary through games: Look and find, Listen and find, and Grammar.
	
· Follow their teacher’s instructions.
· Play the game with the whole class.


4. Application
Objectives: To help students remember and pronounce vocabulary items.
Contents: Playing the game “Transportation Race” and assigning homework in the Workbook.
Expected outcomes and assessment. 
· Task completed with excellence: Students can ask and answer about which type of transportation people used correctly.
· Task completed: Students are able to ask and answer about which type of transportation people used.
· Task uncompleted: Students fail to ask and answer about which type of transportation people used.
Organization

	Play “Transportation Race” game.
- Explain the rules of the Transportation Race, emphasizing the use of correct vocabulary and sentence structure during the race.
- Divide students into teams.
- On "go," the first player from each team races to the transportation models and picks the one that best fits their scenario.
- They then race back to their team and use the sentence structure to explain their choice: "How did you get to the [destination]? - We went by [chosen transportation]."
- The next player then takes the next scenario card and repeats the process.
- The race continues until all scenario cards are used.
	
- Do as guided.


- Play the game.
