     - T elicits from Ss some useful structures for starting a talk and introducing problems and solutions. 
     - T asks Ss to work in groups. Tell them that they will talk to each other about problems of city life and solutions. They could use their notes when talking. 
    - T reminds them that they can use the given template in the book in their talk.
    - Ask other pairs to listen and give comments. Comment on Ss’ answers.
    - Ss talk about problems of city life and solutions in groups by using their notes.
    - Ss share their discussion with the class.
Suggested answer:
       We think that there are several problems in our city. First, some streets are dirty. Many people put rubbish on the pavements or near the walls. Second, the city looks like a concrete jungle.  It lacks green space and the air is not fresh. To solve these problems, the city authority should instruct people to throw rubbish properly. Another solution is to plant more trees even on the roof of high buildings...

C. PROCEDURES
I.  WARM-UP:   GAME:            Pass the ball 
a. Aims: To create an active atmosphere in the class before the lesson and lead into the new lesson.
    - Give two balls to two different students.
    - When the music starts, Ss pass the balls to Ss next to them.
    - When the music stops, the two Ss have a ball must stand up to tell about beautiful city that they want to live in.
     Questions:  - Which city do you want to live in? Why?
II. PRE-STAGE: LISTENING
* Aim:   To help sts understand some information of three teenagers about life in their cities.
Act. 1: Tick (√) the things that you want in your home town. Add more ideas if you have any.
    - T tells Ss to look at the given phrases and tick the things they want in a city.
    - T invites answers from Ss.
    - T asks Ss that these phrases will appear in the listening, so they should pay attention to them
    - Ss tick the things they want in a city
Suggested answers:
a, b, c, d, e, f.
III. DURING –STAGE:  
Aim:  To help Ss develop the skill of listening for specific information.
Act. 2:  Listen to an interview with three teenagers about life in their cities. Decide if the statements are true (T) or false (F)
    - Teacher asks Ss to look at the sentences and guess whether they are true or false. T writes their guesses on the board. 
    - Teacher tells Ss that they are going to listen to three teenagers talking about what they like and dislike about their city and check their guesses. 
    - Teacher plays the recording, asks Ss to listen and decide if the information is true or false according to the recording. . 
    - Teacher asks for Ss’ answers to exercise 2. T confirms and ticks the correct answers. T plays the recording again when needed.	
    - Ss listen and do the exercise.   
    - Ss listen and check answers.

Act. 3: Listen again. Choose the correct answer A, B, or C
      - Teacher asks Ss to read the questions so that they know what information they should focus on for the answers.
- Teacher encourages more advanced Ss to do the exercise without listening to the text again.
- Teacher replays the recording for Ss to do exercise 3.
- Ss compare their answers in pairs.
- Teacher invites some pairs to give their answers and confirms the correct ones as a class.
     - Teacher plays the recording again if needed, stopping at the place where Ss have difficulties
     -  Ss listen and check answers.

IV. POST-STAGE: SPEAKING
* Aims:

     - Ss walk around and offer feedback on peers’ writing.  
Sample paragraph:
        I love city life. First, it is very convenient to live in the city. The public transport system reaches almost all areas of the city, so it is easy for me to get around. In addition, there are many shops that sell all kinds of goods, so I can buy almost everything I need. Second, the city often has many good schools and hospitals. Therefore, people here can enjoy quality education and healthcare. Finally, city life is exciting. There are many entertainment places for me and my friends. For example, we can hang out at shopping malls, watch movies at the cinema, and visit beautiful parks downtown. 
In conclusion, I find the city a liveable place for me.

IV. POST-STAGE: PROJECT (15 mins)
Aims: To help Ss improve their creativity and teamwork;
- To improve their speaking and presentation skills.
-  Poster presentation
- Students are able to present their posters about a city in the future. 
                               A city in the future
- As Ss have prepared for the project throughout the unit, the focus of this lesson should be on the final product, which is a poster presentation of future city.
- Have Ss work in their groups. Give them a few minutes to prepare for the presentation.
- Give Ss checklists for peer and self-assessment. Explain that they will have to tick appropriate items while listening to their classmates’ presentations and write comments if they have any. 
- The presenters should complete their self-assessment checklists after completing their presentation. If necessary, go through the criteria for assessing their talk to make sure Ss are familiar with them.
- Invite the assigned groups to give their presentations. Encourage the rest of the class to ask questions at the end.
- Give praise and feedback after each presentation. T can summarise the feedback given by other Ss and add any other comments. T can also give Ss marks for their presentation as part of their continuous assessment.

Note: Assign the project in earlier lessons such as in COMMUNICATION lesson. Make sure you guide them carefully and check their progress after each lesson. In the last lesson (LOOKING BACK), ask Ss to present their report to the class.
