C. PROCEDURES
I. WARM-UP:  Remembering:
* Aim: - To help Ss understand and activate their knowledge of the topic.
- Teacher plays a video of smartphone’s commercial.
- Have Ss watch the video, then tell the teacher what information is included in the videos. (What it can do, how convenient it is, the length of the battery, …)
- Students follow the teacher's instruction.
Suggested questions:
Iphone 15 Apple’s video
II. PRE-STAGE:
* Aim: To provide students with some lexical items before reading the text. 
Activity 1: Work in pairs. Discuss the following questions.
- Ask Ss to work in pairs to discuss what electronic device they use most often and what they use it for.
- Ask some Ss to say their answers in front of the class. T may ask some other questions about what feature they like most about the electronic device they use.
- Students look at the pictures shown on screen and answer the questions.
- Students do the task and explain their answers.
  *key:
Students’ own answers.
*Vocabulary teaching
- Teacher asks students to get the meaning of the words in context.
- Students say the meaning of the words.

Activity 2: Read the following leaflets and match the highlighted words with their meanings. 
- Ask Ss to work individually to read the leaflets and find the highlighted words. 
- Have Ss read aloud the highlighted words. Correct their pronunciation if needed.
- Have Ss match the highlighted words with their meanings in the box. Remind them to use the context to help them. 
- Check the answers as a class.
- Students apply scanning techniques to do the task independently. 
- Students pair up to check their answers and then check with the class

III. DURING-STAGE:
* Aim:  To improve Ss’ skills of reading for the general idea.
Activity 3: Read the leaflets again and tick T (True) or F (False)
- Have Ss read the text in detail to decide if the statements are true or false. Ask them how to do this kind of exercise. Explain the strategies if necessary (e.g. reading the statements, underlining the keywords, locating the keywords in the text, and then reading that part and decide if each statement is true or false). Tell them to underline parts of the passage that help them with the answers. Set a strict time limit to ensure Ss read the text quickly for information.
- Tell them to compare their answers in pairs before giving the answers to T. Ask them to give evidence when giving the answers.
- Students work independently to find the key words. 
- Students work in pairs to find the answers.

IV. POST- STAGE:
*Aim: To check students’ reading comprehension and to help Ss practice speaking skill about reasoning.
Activity 4: Work in pairs. Ask and answer the following questions about an electronic device which is important to you. Make notes of your partner’s answers
- Ask Ss to work in pairs. Ask them to read the questions first and think about the answers. This is an opportunity for Ss to revise what they have learnt in Activity 3. 
- Allow Ss 4-5 minutes to ask and answer about the electronic devices that are important to them. Ask them to make notes of their partners’ answers. 
- While Ss are practising their dialogues, T circulates and monitors. T notes some common errors and discusses them with the whole class. Select some good pairs to act out their dialogues in front of the class. Then give feedback: comment on strengths(clear pronunciation, funny content, etc.). and correct a few errors in the target language.
- Students work in pairs or groups to do the task
 key:

Activity 5: Work in groups. Take turns to talk about the electronic device that is important to your partner. 
- T asks a strong student to model this activity in front of the class. Then have Ss work in groups taking turns to talk about the electronic device that is important to your partner. Remind Ss to use the answers they have made notes of in Activity 4. T may go round to observe. Encourage Ss to say as many sentences as possible. Ask Ss not to interrupt their group members while they are speaking in order to correct their errors.
- Students work in groups, taking notes and report.
Suggested answer:
I talked with Hung about the smartphone that is important to him. He’s had this smartphone for almost three years now. It's a sleek black smartphone with a vibrant touchscreen display. The back has a glossy finish, and it's not too big, making it easy to hold. Hung uses his smartphone during the day for various purposes. It's his alarm clock in the morning, his communication tool to stay connected with his family and friends, a quick way to check emails and notifications, and even a source of entertainment during his free time. This smartphone is important to him for several reasons. It's not just a communication device; it's like a mini personal assistant. It helps him stay organized with his schedules, assignments, and reminders. It's also his primary provider of information and a quick way to search for anything he needs to know.
*GAME: Tech Talk Challenge 
*Aim: Students will practice describing, explaining, and discussing various electronic devices, their uses, and their impact on daily life.
Materials Needed:
Flashcards (thẻ ghi nhớ) or slips of paper with names of different electronic devices (e.g., smartphone, laptop, smartwatch, microwave, etc.)
A timer or a stopwatch ( bộ hẹn giờ / đồng hồ bấm giờ)
A whiteboard or flipchart (bảng lật) (optional)
Set up:
Preparation: Write the names of various electronic devices on flashcards or slips of paper.
Divide Students: Split the students into small groups (3-4 students per group) or pairs.
Instructions: Explain the rules of the game and what they are expected to do.
How to Play:
Round 1 - Describe It:
Each group or pair draws a card with an electronic device.
They have 1 minute to describe the device without saying its name. They should focus on what it does, its features, and how it impacts daily life.
The other students try to guess the device based on the description.
Round 2 - Debate It: (tranh luận, thảo luận)
After the device is guessed, the group must discuss its importance. They should cover why it’s important, what life would be like without it, and any potential downsides (nhược điểm tiềm ẩn)
The other groups can ask questions or challenge their views.
Round 3 - Compare It:
Students draw two devices and compare them. They discuss which one is more important or useful, considering factors like ease of use, necessity, and innovation.
Bonus Round - Future Talk:
Each group imagines a new electronic device that could be invented in the future. They describe its features and discuss how it would change lives.
Scoring (Optional):
Award points for each correctly guessed device, well-argued debates, and creative future inventions.
The group with the most points at the end wins a small prize 
This game encourages students to think critically about the electronic devices they use every day, improving their vocabulary, speaking, and reasoning skills in a fun and interactive way.
