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The National Survey on People with
disabilities was successfully conducted
by General Statistics Office in late 2016
and early 2017 (VDS2016). The purpose
of the survey is to assess the disability
situation and socio-economic conditions
in population to provide evidences for
planning and improving the lives of
people with disabilities in Viet Nam.

VDS2016 is the first large-scale,
comprehensive and inclusive survey on
people with disabilities. The survey
consists of two components: (i) Household
sampling survey to identify people with
disabilities living in households and (ii)
General administrative review of social
protection facilities, care centers for people
with disabilities to identify the number of
people with disabilities who are permanent
residents in those institutions.

(children aged 2-15 years are 3.02%) and
adults 8.67%.

The prevalence rate for rural area is
almost 1.5 times higher than in urban
areas. The highest
disability rates is the North Central and
Central Coast (NCCC), the lowest are
found in the South East (SE) and Central
Highlands (CH).

According to the sample survey, by the
end of 2016-early 2017, more than
6,199,048 people with disabilities live in
their households throughout the country
(95% CI=5,779,173-6,654,058), of which
663,964 children aged 2-17 years (95%
CI=647,099-684,215), of which 635,811
children 2-15 years (95% CI=634,031-
637,591) and 5,535,084 persons aged 18
years or older (95% CI=5,077,333-
6,033,242).

If adding data from the General
administrative review, the total of people
with disabilities in the entire country is
6,225,519 persons, in which 671,659
children aged 2-17 and 5,553,860 people
aged 18 years and older.

Since VDS2016 does not cover entire

4. Households with PWDs

There are nearly 5 million households
with disabilities. One out of every five
households has at least one people with
disabilities.

Distribution of households having PWD
is uneven. More than three quarters of
households with disabilities live in rural
areas; The two regions, North Central and
Central Coast (NCCC) and Red River
Delta (RRD) have the most PWDs and
account for more than half of the PWDs in
the country.

The two poorest Quintiles, Quintile 1
and Quintile 2 consist of 40%
households, however they account for
more than 55% of households having
people with disabilities of the whole
country. For the poorest quintile, number
of households with PWDs that are nearly
three times higher than the richest
quintile.

5. Poverty and living conditions

Disability is both a cause and a
consequence of poverty.

Accessible opportunities to schools for
children with disabilities is much lower
than for non-disabled children. Primary
net enrollment rate for children with
disabilities 1s 88.7%, while the rate for
non-disabled children is 96.1%. The gap
of this rate among children with
disabilities and non-disabilities increases
at higher education levels. At the upper
secondary level, only 1/3 of children with
disabilities go to school at the right age
(33.6%), compared with 2/3 of non-
disabled children (88.6%).

Out of every 100 schools, only 3 schools
with accessibilities designed (2.9%), 8
schools having ram passage designed for
people with disabilities (8.1%) and 10
schools with sanitation facilities with
accessibilities designed for children with
disabilities (9.9%). Not only lack of
facilities, nearly three quarters of schools
lack teachers to teach pupils with
disabilities (72.3%), every seven teachers
in primary and lower secondary schools,
only one teacher is trained to teach pupils
with disabilities (14.1%).

There is a remarkable difference in
vocational training, every 100 people
with disabilities aged 15 years or older,
only 7 people are trained in vocational
secondary schools (7.3%), while this
number of non-disabled people is 22

The main purpose of the sample design
VDS2016 is to estimate the prevalence of
people with disabilities (PWD). For this
purpose, General Statistics Office (GSO)
has conducted a household sample survey
to estimate PWD who are living in
households (de jure) as well as collect
administrative reports from all the social
protection centers, care institutions to
count PWD who are regularly living
outside the households.

The sample for the household survey was
designed to provide reliable estimates most
of key indicators of the survey at the
national level, urban and rural areas, and for
6 regions: Red River Delta (RRD), North

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IV. CONCEPT AND DEFINITION OF

Disability is a complicated concept, and
the word “disability” is often used to
different different
contexts.

Sometimes people only consider people
with certain medical conditions to have a
disability, or only people with very severe
limitations. Therefore, it is very important
to clearly define the concept of disability
used in this report, and insure that the
definition aligns with the purpose for data

collection.

The primary purpose of the Viet Nam
Disability Survey (VDS) is to monitor the
well-being of people with disabilities and
chart progress towards implementing the
Convention on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities (CRPD), the Sustainable
Development Goals (SDG), and the
“Making the Right Real”
Strategy, all of which follow the social

In the past, many quantitative data tools
took a poor approach to identifying
people with disabilities. One common
way was simply to ask people if they have
a disability. This leads to a very low rate
of identification for a few reasons. First,
disability is often a source of shame and
stigma. People do not want to identify
themselves or their family members as
being in that group. Second, people often
think of disability as being something that
is very severe. This means that a question
such as “Do you have a disability?” will
miss many people with more moderate
impairments, even if they significantly
restrict people’s participation. Finally,
older people often consider themselves to
simply be old, not disabled. Maybe they
can’t hear well anymore or they can no
longer walk to the market, but they say
they are not disabled, they are simply old.
While it may be true that some policy
responses for elderly people with a
disability might be different than for
younger people, age being the cause of
someone’s disability doesn’t negate the
fact that it still is a disability, and that
people whose functional limitations are
caused by age will still benefit from a
more inclusive environment.

epilepsy, cerebral palsy, etc.?
of diagnoses will ever be complete.
Second, people’s knowledge about their
diagnoses is related to their education and
access to health care, so data collected
with this question can be biased. Third, a
diagnosis does not tell much about a
person’s abilities. Two people with the
same diagnosis might have very different
functional limitations. Some people with
cerebral palsy, for example, can walk
independently for reasonable distances
and speak in a way that is easily
intelligible to strangers. Some require a
wheelchair and a communication board.
The barriers they face - or the impact
those barriers have on their lives - can be
very different.

In 2002, the UN Statistical Commission
recognized that the methodology for
collecting data on disability was lacking.
Therefore, it convened a “city group” on
disability measurement. City groups are
working groups whose membership is
open to all national statistical offices of
UN member states. They are named after
the first city that they meet in, which in
the case of disability measurement was
Washington, hence the name Washington
Group on Disability Statistics (WG).

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The first task of the WG was to develop a
short set of questions suitable for a census
that could generate internationally
comparable results. The WG decided that
the purpose of these questions should be
to identify people with activity limitations
that put them at risk of being disabled by
non-inclusive environments.

The Washington Group Short Set
(WG-SS) questions can be found in the
Table 4.1. They were designed based on
WHO’s International Classification of
Functioning, Disability, and Health (ICF),
in that they do not ask about “disability”
or a medical condition, but instead focus
on the difficulty people have undertaking
basic activities in a broad range of
domains: seeing, hearing, mobility,
cognition, communication and self-care.
People who have difficulties in these
areas may have participation restrictions
if they face particular barriers. Notice
that “self-care” is a somewhat different
domain than the others. In fact, it is more
of a low-level participation question than
an activity limitation. It was included in
the WG for two reasons. First, because
governments in the WG very much
wanted estimates of the population that
would be covered by disability programs
designed for people who could not work
or fend for themselves. Second, because
it will pick up people in domains not
included in the other questions (e.g.,
upper body mobility, psychosocial issues,
etc.) as long as their limitations are severe

(e.g., seeing or walking) because that is an
activity they do not do. So, having a
response category of “unable to do” is
very important.

The WG recommendation is only to
count as disabled people with a lot of
difficulty or who are unable to do one of
six core activities. Some researchers use
a lower threshold and so also include
people having “some difficulty” in at
least two domains.

under two years of age, creating many
false positives and negatives. Early
childhood screening is very important for
children  with

disabilities. Many studies have shown that

identifying  young
early interventions can make a substantial
difference in their development. However,
identifying children in this age group
requires a more intensive methodology
than can be delivered in a typical

household survey.

The cutoffs for identifying people with
disabilities from WG-ES are similar to the
method used for the WG-SS. People with
disabilities must have a lot of difficulty in
any one domain (or be unable to do that
the of the

V. DISABILITY AND DEMOGRAPHY

The VDS was explicitly designed to
focus on disability, so it was able to use
the WG-ES and the CFM. These are the
questions used to identify PWD in the
VDS which the fieldwork was conducted
at the end of 2016 to beginning 2017. In
the future, if disability questions are
added to the census or other household
surveys - such as the labor force and
household living standards surveys -
space constraints will probably mean that
the WG-SS will be used. Therefore,
Table 5.1 shows the overall disability
prevalence rates using both the WG-SS
and the WG-ES, as well as the CFM.

Using the WG-ES set yields an overall
prevalence for adults of 8.64 percent
compared to only 5.72 percent when the
WG-SS® is used. The characteristics of
who are identified by both sets of
questions, however, are similar. In both
cases, disability is higher in rural areas,
lowest in region CH and SE, highest in
the NCCC, and increases significantly as
people age. Rates of disability are very
high among those over age 65 - 40.68
percent using the WG-ES and 28.39
percent using the WG-SS (Figure 5.1).
Disability rates are also higher among
females, but a likely contributing factor
1s that women tend to live longer than
men.

The overall prevalence rates of disability
presented tables above were constructed
according to the cut-off for disability as
recommended by the WG. This cut-off is
considered the most comparable for
international comparisons after extensive
cognitive and field testing’. However,
while a binary distinction for disability is
important  for disaggregating  social-
economic indicators and useful for getting
a general picture of the patterns of
disability in the population, it is important
to keep in mind that functional limitations
actually lie along a continuum. Where one
draws the line between people having and
not having a disability depends on the

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Table 5.5 provides more detail on this
continuum. Overall, 74.01 percent of the
adult population had no difficulty doing
any of the activities mentioned in the WG-
SS. About 12.30 percent had
difficulty in doing only one of those

activities, 7.84 percent had some difficulty
in doing two or more activities, 4.10
percent had a lot of difficulty in at least
one activity (and maybe some difficulty
with others), and only 1.74 percent of the
population reported being unable to do at
least one of the six activities (and may
had difficulties with others).

Therefore, depending on the cut-off used

have

the disability prevalence rate for adults
using the WG-SS could range from 1.74
percent all the way to 25.99 percent. That
range would be even higher using the
WG-ES. While the rest of the VDR will
use the WG cutoff corresponding to 8.64
percent using the WG-ES, it is important
to keep in mind the full range when
thinking about the need and potential
impact of policies aimed at removing

barriers to inclusion.

The most common type of disability is
related to walking, which is referred to as
lower mobility in Table 5.6. The rate of
upper mobility difficulties is also high,
but since those people are also likely to
have difficulties with self-care and lower
mobility, they do not add a great amount
to the overall disability rate. There are no
significant  differences of type of
disability by sex.

Overall, using the WG-SS while the
prevalence rate is 5.72 percent (for
adults), 2.74 percent of the population had
a lot of difficulty in more than one
functional domain. Using the broader
WG-ES measure, the prevalence rate was
8.64 percent and 4.41 percent had a lot of
difficulty in two or more domains. The
rate of disability among women using the
WG-ES measure was larger than for men,
at over 10 percent with about half of them
having difficulties in multiple domains.

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Table 5.7 shows a similar breakdown by
type of disability by age for adults, and
Table 5.8 does the same by whether people
live in urban or rural areas. Regardless of
these  characteristics, mobility  and
cognition remain the most common type of
disability. Moreover, as people age the
largest rates of onset of disability are for
lower mobility, cognition, and vision.
Interestingly, the extra questions on
hearing in the WG-ES tend to pick up
many more people with hearing difficulties
in comparison with WG-SS. Nearly 10
percent of the elderly need assistance with
self-care. Disability rates are slightly
higher in rural areas to compare with urban
areas in all most all difficulties as well as
general disability regardless measures
(excluded hearing difficulty).

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Table 5.9 shows the CWD prevalence
rates breakdown by type of disability and
sex. Unlike with adults, the most common
type of disability is psycho-social. This
relates to many developmental issues that
children experience that are not generally
identified by the other questions in the
CFM. Communication is another type of
disability that is relatively more common
in children than adults. Children identified
as having a disability comprise those with
cognitive difficulties, hearing difficulties,
or various development issues. Because
these conditions are not as obviously a
“disability” to laypeople as are problems
with mobility or vision, it is likely that
children with these difficulties are under-
identified as disability in the population.

Table 5.10 shows the same breakdowns
by type of disability, but this time by
rural/urban instead of sex. The most
noticeable result is that school-aged
children in rural areas seem to have a
higher rate of psychosocial difficulties.
For children in the lower age category,
the biggest differences between rural and
urban children are when it comes to
psychosocial  difficulties, but also
cognition.

the population with at least some difficulty
walking. When assistive devices are
employed, that reduces to only 1.94
percent. The assumption is, therefore, that
the provision of well-maintained assistive
devices (such as wheelchairs, prostheses,
walkers, etc.) can make a big difference in
people’s ability to participate in various
social and economic activities.

As shown in Table 5.12, people in rural
areas are more likely to rely on walking
sticks, while people in urban areas have
greater access to wheelchairs and
prostheses. Wheelchair use in the South
East is more than double that in the NCCC
area (9.87% and 3.98% respectively). Most
strikingly, across the board men seem to
have greater access to just about all types

of assistive devices.

Differences by age also exist. Nearly 17
percent of young adults with mobility
difficulties have access to wheelchairs,
compared to only 5.33 percent of elderly.
Remember, these are all people with a lot
of difficulty walking or who are unable to
do so. It is not clear if this is related to
expectations of being able to get around,
the willingness to use such devices,

Nearly 26 percent of CWD living in the
centers. By level of disability, more than
81.7 percent of serious disability and
extreme serious disability people living in

caring centers.

Psycho-social disability is the most
popular disability which is available in
caring centers, the second popular is
disability.  Psycho-social
disability causes difficulties for PWD and

their families.

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VII. HEALTH

This part focuses on two aspects of health:
the health status of people with disabilities

and their health care utilization.
Disabilities often result from health
conditions, and once people have a

disability, they often have a greater need
for health care. In fact, as shown later in
the part on social assistance, 26.7 percent
of people with disabilities in the sample
reported needing support for daily
activities because of health problems
compared to only 2.0 percent of people
the

health care system can contain barriers that

without disabilities. Unfortunately,
limit access to people with disabilities.
These can be structural barriers such as
inaccessible clinics and inaccessible
transportation systems, or the lack of
capacity among health professionals to
deal with people with disabilities. This
latter category can include things like lack
of access to sign language interpretation,
lack of material in Braille for blind people
to use, but also inexperience dealing with
people with cognitive or behavioral
difficulties.

In addition, people with
financial resources needed to pay for
health care. Therefore, this part looks at
both aspects of health: health status and

access to care.

The key policy issues for people with

disabilities are whether healthcare 1is

affordable and accessible, and whether

The indicator for health status in the VDS
is a Yes/No question on whether the
person was ever sick, injured, or used
health services in the past twelve months.
Table 7.1 shows the health status for
people with and without disabilities,
broken down by sex and wealth quintile.

There was not a lot of difference in health
checks by wealth among people with
disabilities. Among the poor, 70.9 percent
visited the doctor as opposed to 69.0
percent of the Non-poor. The lowest two
quintiles had 70.1 and 72.6 percent rate,
and the upper three quintiles were all
within about a half percentage point of
each other. This was different from the
people without disabilities. Within that
group, wealth seemed to matter. The poor
without disabilities visited the doctor 62.1
percent of the time while the Non-poor
without disabilities visited 50.0 percent of
the time. As wealth increases, there is a
steady decline in the percentage of people
visiting the doctor, probably because they
are living in healthier conditions.

The good news is that there is no evidence
that poverty is preventing people with
disabilities from visiting the doctor. The
ability of people with disabilities to visit
the doctor does not increase with wealth
as it does for their counterparts without
disabilities probably due to the fact, as
shown below, that they have better access
to insurance.

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The availability of rehabilitation services
is limited, though. Only 2.3 percent of
people with disabilities received such
services. Those with higher wealth did
seem to have very slightly higher rates of
those services. A bigger difference was by
sex, where men were more likely to get
rehabilitative services, though still at a
low rate. It was the young working age
people who had the highest rates of
rehabilitation services, maybe because
their expectations (or need) for working
was higher and so they expended more

money and effort to obtain them.

One important factor for obtaining health
care services 1s health insurance. Table
7.2 shows that people with disabilities
actually have higher rates of insurance

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The patterns of having health insurance
based on various characteristics were pretty
much the same for people with and without
disabilities, although with disabled people

always having higher rates.

There were some differences across
regions in the rate of health insurance,
though. In the NMM region, 93.7 percent
of PWD and 90.8 percent of those without
disabilities. In the SE region, those rates
were 85.4 and 76.1, respectively, and in
the MRD region they were 86.3 and 74.8.
Insurance rates among children were very
high, most likely resulting from the
provision of universal health insurance for

children under 6.

Note that the table on the health insurance
status by a detailed characteristics in

appendix shows that there is no

significantly different patterns conditional

on disability status.

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VIII. EDUCATION

Studies from around the world, as well as
data from the 2006 Viet Nam Household
Living Standards Survey, show that
people with disabilities are less likely to
receive an education. As education is the
gateway to both better employment and
greater civic engagement, the denial of
education can be a major barrier to future
participation in society of peoples and

especially true for people with disabilities.

Exclusion from school can result from both
supply and demand side factors. On the
supply side, education systems that are not
inclusive can create barriers to attendance,
such as inaccessible schools, lack of trained
On the

demand side, even when attendance 1is

teachers, and discrimination.
physically possible, if the education is not
appropriate and the children’s needs are not
being met, children may either drop out or
choose to not attend in the first place. If
parents feel that education is inappropriate
or unimportant for their disabled children,
they may not send them to school.

To promote the education of children with
disabilities, and to be consistent with the
CRPD, countries have been taking steps
towards making their education systems
more inclusive. By inclusive education it
is meant not simply having children with
disabilities included in the classroom.
That is referred to as integration. Inclusive

This includes
organization of the school year and school
day, mechanisms of learning needs

participative decision-making.

(3) Developing the capacity for inclusive

education among teachers and
administrators. This includes both pre-

Knowing if a child simply attends school
does not provide a full picture of the
quality of education that child receives.
While there is no measure of quality of
education in the VDS, information is
collected on the type of classroom setting
- ranging from full integration in a class of
children with and without disabilities to a
special class within a regular school to a
fully segregated situation. While not a
measure of quality, it is an indication of

progress towards inclusion.

This part examines the schooling behavior
of children and young adults. Disability
can begin at any Age, so, for example, if a
person Aged 40 in the VDS is identified
as having a disability, we do not know if
that disability occurred before, during, or
after the person’s school age years.
However, the literacy rate of people with
and without disabilities will be compared.
This will be of use in informing service

provision for people with disabilities.

The more children
who delay entering school (or who have to

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As stated earlier in this chapter, we do not
know if the gaps are caused primarily by
supply side or demand side facts. But
whatever the barriers to education are, they
become larger as children age. This might
be because schools are further away from
home and so harder to get to, or they are
less accepting and able to meet children’s
needs, or because parents feel higher levels
of education are not important for their
children with disabilities. In fact, studies
show that the returns to education can be
higher for children with disabilities than
their non-disabled peers, because it makes a
bigger difference in their ability to secure

good employment.

The VDS also asked respondents about
the school setting their children attended,
namely a regular school with no disabled
children, a regular school with disabled
children in the regular classroom, regular
schools with special classes for children
with disabilities, and special schools
devoted specifically to children with
disabilities. The wvast majority of all
students attending schools were educated
in regular classrooms in regular schools.
In fact, only 0.5 percent of children with
disabilities were in a special classroom,
and 1.0 percent were in a special school.
The one exception was children with
hearing difficulties. Nearly 26 percent
attended a special classroom. Children
with hearing difficulties have special
issues with communication, so placing
them in a classroom where sign language

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The gaps between vocational training and
literacy between people with and without
disabilities is due in part to the barriers to
obtaining an education indicated above.
However, they may also be partially due to
the fact the people with less education are
more likely to become disabled, because
they live in less safe environments or have

poorer access to health care.

One mechanism for promoting enrolment is
exempting students from school fees. In
fact, nationwide over 43 percent of people
aged 5 to 24 are exempted. People with
disabilities have an exemption rate of 55.5
percent compared to 43.7 percent of people
without disabilities. As shown in the
appendix, this does not vary much by a
characteristics, with

exception, namely the type of disability.

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IX. EMPLOYMENT

Similar to education, evidence from around
the world indicates that PWDs have lower
rates of employment than people without
disabilities. According to the WHO/World
Bank World Report on Disability, the
employment rate of men with disabilities
was only 58.6 percent compared to 71.2
percent for non-disabled men. For women,
the employment rates were 20.1 percent
and 31.5 percent, respectively. A similar
situation exists in high income countries,
where the comparison for men was 36.4
percent to 53.7 percent, and for women was
19.6 to 28.4. A more recent study of 15
countries found that in all but two countries
with
is lower, especially among
those people with multiple disabilities’.

Furthermore, people with disabilities in
developing countries are much more likely
to be self-employed. In Indonesia over 63%
of people with mild disabilities who are
working are self-employed, compared to a
349 rate for people without disabilities’. In
Mongolia, persons with disabilities are four
times as likely as others to be employed in
the informal sector. In Timor-Leste people
with disabilities who are employed are
own-account workers 63% of the time and
family workers 21% of the time. This
compares to 50 and 18% for people without
disabilities’. The higher rates of self-
employment probably result from barriers
to other types of employment.

(2) National employment policies
Such polices can provide a coherent
approach to closing the employment gap.
Some good examples of policies that were
drawn in collaboration with the disability
advocacy community include those of

Liberia, Sri Lanka, Ethiopia and Seychelles.

(3) Inclusive vocational education and
training
In other words, not merely separate
vocational training programs for people
but that

mainstream vocational as

with  disabilities, ensuring

training is
inclusive as possible. This includes not
only making facilities and materials
accessible but training staff on inclusive

approaches to training.

(4) Public employment services

Many countries have services to help
people find jobs. These services should
also be fully accessible to people with all
types of disabilities.

(5)  Public

Education is very correlated with the labor
force participation gap between those with
and without disabilities, where labor force
participation 1s defined as all of those
working or looking and available for
work. The gap is greatest for people with
less than a primary school education at
about 56.84 percentage points (81.42
compared to 24.58). This gap lessens to
50.47 percentage points for those with a
primary school education and only 29.21
percentage points for those with a lower
secondary school education. For those
with higher levels of education it goes up
to slightly over 40 percentage points, but
still significantly lower than for those

correlation, however, does not tell us if

disabilities are leading to both less
education and employment, or whether
those with less education face more
barriers to employment because of their
disabilities. This will be addressed using

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Differences in the rate that people with
disabilities are working vary a lot by the
type of disability, as shown in Table 9.3.
The lowest rate of working is among
those with difficulty with self-care, which
1s not surprising as those people are the
most disabled. The people with the
highest rates of working are those with
lower mobility and cognitive disabilities,
although their rates of working are still
way below those of people without
disabilities. People with communication
and vision difficulties both have work
rates of under 10 percent.

However, there are significant

protection offices are fully accessible,
and that cash is distributed in ways

directly accessible by recipients.

The second track is to establish special

social protection programs (or

components within mainstream
programs) that address the particular
needs of people with disabilities. For
example, evidence from around the world
(including Viet Nam) shows that people
with disabilities face extra costs of living
because of higher expenses’. These extra
costs can include medical care, personal
assistance or assistive devices,
transportation, modified housing (or the
need for housing to be located in
particularly accessible neighborhoods
that might be more expensive), etc. Thus,
social protection programs designed to
meet a socially recognized minimum
standard of living for people without
disabilities will not meet that floor for
people with disabilities. This can be
addressed in a few ways - either by
supplementing payments to social
assistance recipients (as in Zambia where
payments to households with disabled
members are doubled), changing the
means test for people with disabilities, or
providing separate disability benefits,

either in-kind, in cash, or both.

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A key issue in many social protection
programs targeted specifically at people
with disabilities 1s eligibility
determination. For what type and at what
level of disability should people qualify
for benefits. The answer to this question,
of course, depends on the nature of the
benefits. Another important consideration
is whether eligibility should rest on a
person’s ability to work. This standard has
been used in many countries to ensure
benefits are only going to severely
disabled people, but it creates the
unintended consequence of discouraging
work. Thus, social protection
programs have taken a variety of measures
to counterbalance that disincentive.

When interpreting these numbers, it is
important to remember that they are a
function of three different things. First,
they are function of the program’s
eligibility rules, that is, for whom the
program is intended. Second, they are a
function of who applies to the program. It
could be because of lack of knowledge of
the program or other barriers, people who
could qualify for benefits do not attempt
to access them. Third, it is a function of
the government processes for approving
applications. Problems n the
determination process could lead to
people being excluded from benefits for
which they qualify, or getting benefits
that they should not receive according to
laws and regulations.

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So, for example, it is not surprising that
people who are older are much more
likely to get monthly subsidies both
because benefits are directly linked to age
and also indirectly linked to age because
older people are more likely to be
disabled. Age does not seem to affect

other forms of subsidies, however.

The fact that there are only small
differences in the receipt of monthly
subsidies by wealth quintile suggests that
people with greater wealth have a greater
capacity to access the social assistance
system than people in the lowest wealth
This

subsidies, which are much more common

quintiles. is not true for other
among the lowest wealth quintiles. As
with other parts, a complete breakdown of
the receipt of social assistance by various

characteristics is included in an appendix.

Subsidy amounts also vary by certain
characteristics. For example, men get
significantly higher benefit than women -
669 thousand VND compared to only 467
VND (See Table 10.2).
Surprisingly, the poorest people who need

thousand

the most subsidies get the smallest
amounts.

Kinh/Chinese people also get higher
benefits. There were no big differences by

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In addition to subsidies, people with
disabilities get other benefits, including
exemptions for medical examination fees
and support for health insurance. As
shown in Table 10.3, these are received at
much higher rates for people with
disabilities as compared to those without.
This is true at all wealth levels (except at
the lowest where support for health
insurance is nearly equal), and across all
characteristics. As shown in the appendix,
the rate of legal support received is
actually slightly higher for people without
disabilities, across various characteristics.
Kinh/Chinese people also get higher
benefits. There were no big differences by
rural/urban or other characteristics.

This, at
first sight, makes people think that, it is
more difficult for women to obtain a
disability certificate than men. However,
in the context of a country with long wars,
men are more involved in armed forces,
of course when they are seriously injured,
they are all received a certificate of war
invalids.

It may be that disability benefits are
perceived to be a replacement for
working. If men are more expected to
work, then this might make it easier for
them to obtain a certificate. This is not
how the program is intended to operate,
but

might affect the application rate and the
certification rate. More information is
needed to determine why the program is
working differently for women than for
men.

Finally, the poorest people with a certificate
have the highest rate of being identified as
having a disability by the survey. This

A large difference exists in the percent of
people identified as having a disability
also having a certification in relation to
age groups, and wealth index. The less
poorer a person is, the more likely they are
certified. By age, the highest rate of
disability certification among people
identified as having a disability by the
survey are those aged 18-34 at 51.2
percent. As people age the percent with a
disability certificate reduces steadily. This
would also be consistent with the idea that
the benefits associated with certification
are seen as wage replacement. In that were
true, people with more money or those
less likely to work would be less likely to
seek and receive that certification.

Figure 10.1 shows the distribution of people
were certified to be disability by type.
According to disability certification, the
rarest type of disability is physical, making
up 12.6 percent of those with certificates.
The highest is 14.7 percent for those with an
intellectual disability (except for the “other”
category, which is 15.3 percent). However,
the table shows that using the disability
questions in the VDS the rate of mobility
and cognition disabilities are much higher
than vision and hearing. This suggests that it
might be easier for people with sensory
disabilities to get a certificate - again, either
because they are more willing and able to
apply for benefits, or because upon applying
it is easier for them to get a positive
determination.

certificate. That 1s, if the relative risk ratio
(RRR) for the coefficient on a certain
characteristic is equal to 1, then having or
not having that characteristic makes no
difference in obtaining a certificate,
holding the other wvariables in the
regression constant. If the RRR is 0.5,
then the person is half as likely to get
certified compared to probility of
controled group. If the RRR is 2, then a
person is twice as likely. A z-score with
an absolute value above 1.96 indicates that
the RRR is different from 1 at above the
95 percent confidence level.

Model 1 in Table 10.6 looks only at the
impact of having a disability. Not
surprisingly, you are way more likely to
get a disability certification if you were
identified as having a disability by the
survey questions. Model 2 then looks to
see 1if there is a difference by other
characteristics. Note that the models only
look at people under age 65 because some
people with disabilities who are older than
that may be getting old age benefits, and
so have no need to apply for certification.

According to Model 2, women are less
than half as likely to get a disability
certificate  which corresponds with the
results in the descriptive statistics, but
controlling for other factors the result is
not statistically significant. Given that one
has a disability (according to the VDS
questions), being between the ages of 16
and 40 makes one the most likely to
receive a certification. The lowest
probability is for children, but that is still
quite high in that children identified as

It is most
common for those reporting difficulties
with self-care (84.7 percent) and upper
body function (52.2 percent), followed by
those with psychosocial disabilities (28.7
percent). People with hearing difficulties
required the least assistance (3 percent), and
quite possibly these people had difficulties

in other functional domains, as well.

Parents and children were the most likely
to be the people providing this support, as
shown in Table 10.8. Interestingly, while
there was no significant difference in the
percentage of children providing support
across wealth quintiles (about 22 percent),
children were more likely to be giving
support when the head of household had
less education, which was the inverse of
parents providing support. Other studies
have shown that having a disabled family
member in Viet Nam does impinge on
adults’
school attendance, presumably because

work behavior and children’s
they are providing this support'®. Children
were also more likely to be taking care of
mothers, maybe because women are living
longer and by that time are more reliant on
their children.

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XI. POVERTY

Disability is both a cause and consequence
of poverty. The conditions of poverty can
lead to disability because of poor
nutrition, lack of access to health care,
poor water and sanitation, and unsafe
living and working conditions. Disability
can lead to poverty because of exclusion
from participating in education and
employment. However, often a simple
correlation between disability and poverty
doesn’t exist. For example, in a study of
fifteen developing countries disability was
associated with poverty in only four. Even
when it does exist, that correlation most
likely understates the impact of disability
on people’s well being for several reasons.
First, age is a significant cause of
disability, and people with more income
lead longer lives. They also have better
access to healthcare so a condition (e.g.,
traffic accident injury or disease) will be
better treated, and so may result in
disability rather than death. That is, people
with disabilities who are also poor may
die more quickly.

Another factor is how we measure
poverty. The standard measure of poverty
looks at consumption at the household
level. This understates the relationship
between disability and poverty for several

reasons:

(1) The Extra Costs of Living with a
Disability

People with disabilities have higher costs
of living because of the increased need

assistive devices,
transportation, modified housing, etc. A

percent poverty rate for people with
disabilities using an unadjusted poverty
line, but a 22 percent poverty rate when
that line was adjusted for the extra costs
associated with disability.

(2) Poverty is multidimensional

Poverty lines are based on household
consumption, but not everyone in the
household may get their fair share. For

Also, a person with a disability
may be living with extended family
specifically because they cannot maintain a
household above the poverty line using
their own ability to generate a livelihood.
When that person moves into their
relatives’ household they are no longer
poor, even though they lack the ability to
live above poverty on their own accord.

(4) Finally, the date of onset is very
important

If people acquire a disability at age 65
after they have worked their whole lives,
built up assets, and raised children who
can help support them in old age, then
their consumption might be less affected
by a disability compared to a person who
is born with a disability and thus faces
barriers to participation their whole life.

For these reasons, the data on poverty will
include not only standard wealth quintiles
but also multidimensional poverty
indicators. For multi-dimensional poverty
among adults the VDR will follow the
procedure used in Mitra, Posarac and Vick
(2013) based on the work of Alkire and
Foster (2011), and for children, those
developed for UNICEF by Gordon,
Pantazis, Pemberton and Townsend, P.

As for policy, there are many approaches
to ending poverty. Some are aimed at
direct transfers of cash or in-kind goods
and services. At times, these are made
conditional on families undertaking
activities to improve their long-term
situation; typically school attendance and
health clinic visits for children'.
Subsidies (full or partial) are often given
for key services such as education, health,
and transportation. As mentioned in the
employment chapter, some government
programs provide vocational training,
other job-related services, microfinance,
or even direct employment. Finally, some
anti-poverty programs are not targeted
towards individuals but to poor regions,
building infrastructure such as roads,
irrigation systems, schools, health clinics,
etc. Examples of this approach were the
P135 and Northern Mountains Poverty
Reduction projects in Viet Nam.

The identification of poor households to
benefit from state subsidy and preferential
policies before 2015 was performed
basing on the monetary poverty line, and
from 2016-2020 it is Multidimensional
poverty lines officially applied in Viet Nam.

including those with disabilities and
without disabilities, has low educational
attainment, most of them from lower
secondary school (see Figure 11.2). The
proportion declines rapidly as education
levels increase in both the disabled and
non-disabled groups. However, people
with disabilities living in multidimensional
poor households concentrate in nearly
two-thirds
attended school or completed primary
72.2%.

Every 10 PWDs, who live in
multidimensional poor households and
have never attended school or have
completed primary school, about 5 people

are aged in the range 15-64.

Table 11.5 shows whether people with
disabilities live in multidimensional poor
households or not, the most common type
of disability is mobility and cognition, with
rates ranging from 37% to 64%. For
disabled people living in multidimensional
poor households, more than 5 people with
disabilities are more difficult or unable to
walk/step up the stairs, over 5 people with
disabilities in cognition and nearly 4
people feel it too difficult to lift the 2-liter
water bottle from the waist up to eye level
or use fingers to pick up small objects.

XII. LIVING CONDITION

As explained in Part XI, poverty goes
beyond simply having an income or
consumption level below the poverty line.
Poverty is a multidimensional condition
that is marked not only by low income but
by deprivations in education, health,
living conditions, and other factors that
influence one’s quality of life. This part
explores the relation of disability to living
conditions in more detail. In particular,
people’s housing situation, water and
sanitation, electricity, and access to
communication. As with other parts,
detailed  tables
breakdowns are available in an annex.

This part highlights key findings.

Housing arrangements

Table 12.1 reveals slight differences in the
housing arrangements of people with
disabilities. They are slightly less likely to
live in a permanent home, and they also
live in slightly less space per capita. The
overall differences are small, and there are
no differences when looked at by the sex
of the household head or the region of
residence and wealth index (see Appendix).

However, these
differences are not constant across the
wealth distribution. Table 12.4 shows that
the gap in living in household have
internet is largely driven by the fourth
and fifth wealth quintiles. Among those
in the lowest three quintiles very few
people have internet access, so there is no
gap between those with and without
disabilities. As people become wealthier
and enter the fourth quintile, many more
people can afford internet access but
fewer household with disabled people get
it, maybe because they have extra costs
associated with living with a disability.
When a family is in the highest quintile,
however, they have enough resources to
meet the extra needs of their disabled
household member and also have internet
access (which is only necessary if they
have a computer). A similar story would
explain why there are gaps in mobile
phone and TV ownership among the
lower wealth quintiles but not the upper

quintiles (Table 12.4).

XIII. ATTITUDES AND SOCIAL
PARTICIPATION

Participation in society extends beyond
education and employment. To be a full
member of society also includes being able
to marry and start a family, and also to
participate in community events and
connect with people outside the family. This
part first examines the status of a person
with a disability within the family. Is the
person with a disability married? Is the
disability a head of household? It then looks
at their participation outside the family,
First is the participation of people with
disabilities in professional organizations and
community clubs, next is the accessibility of
modern information technology applications
such as using the telephone and the internet
to connect with the community. These
forms of communication can reduce the
isolation of people with disabilities and
facilitate their connection with the broader

community.

The achievement of technology is applied
for people with disabilities in labor,
education, daily activities, it is significant
to develop society and eliminate barried
between people with disabilities and
community. The people with disabilities
are prevented from social inclustion
because of disability and weak physical.
So, improved technology is invested. The
people without arm and fingers, who are
difficult in using keyboard and mouse, the

In a school designed to be
inclusive this would not be a problem, but
if children with disabilities are simply
placed in a classroom without proper
supports and accommodations, this
concern would be more realistic. Policies
aimed at putting children with disabilities
in regular classrooms need to create the
proper environment, and work to ensure
parents of all children understand how
inclusion will work. Evidence suggest,
however, that attitudes towards inclusion
are changing. Over 46 percent of people
under age 30 believed children with
disabilities should go to regular schools,
compared to only 38.5 percent of people
over age 60.

In the
RRD over 60% of people felt their
employers would not hire someone with a
disability, compared to a low of only

45.5% in the MRD.

We must keep in mind, though, that the
question explicitly used the word
“disability”, so the respondents are most
likely thinking of people who are severely
disabled, and not the broader range of
people identified in the VDS.

Interestingly, older people were slightly
less likely to say people with disabilities
should live in an institution, even though
they had less inclusive attitudes when it
came to other questions. This might be
because of the high rate of disability among
the elderly. They might be more inclined to
think of people like themselves that they
feel should be supported by their family.
The earlier questions about attitudes about
school, work, and marriage clearly referred
to people younger than themselves.

Disability determinations are made at three
different levels: exceptional, serious, and
mild. As seen in Table 14.1, the majority of
people receiving a disability certification
via commune councils fall in the serious
category. The smallest number are in the
mild category. This pattern holds across all
regions and is basically the same in rural
and urban areas, as well as in poor

communcs.

Most studies of disability both
internationally and using the 2006 VHLSS
- show that most people with disabilities
actually fall in the mild category. The

versus studies of disability, in general, are

difference  between certifications
probably due to two reasons. First, benefits
for the mild category are quite low, so
there is not much of an incentive to apply.
Second, many people with milder
functional limitations probably do not
view themselves as having a disability,

Few differences also exist by region when
it comes to the type of disabilities. Table
14.3 shows that the largest category by
type of disability is physical across all
regions, followed by disabilities resulting
from psychological conditions. While this
holds true overall in all regions, there is
some difference in poor communes in that
the rate of vision and hearing disabilities is
somewhat higher. The cause of this
difference is not clear, but may be due to
either differences in nutrition, sanitation,
or the availability of health care.

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Table 14.4 shows the percentage of budget
expenditures as well as the number of
households having a disabled member. The
table shows that differences do exist in the
percentage of the budget spent on people
with disabilities that are not necessarily
related to the number of people receiving
certifications. For example, in the region
CH, 3.5 percent of the budget is spent on
74.1 households, on average, which is
nearly the same as the 3.8 percent of the
budget spent in the RRD where they have
107.5 households with a PWD, on average.
Since disability benefit amounts are
prescribed by the law the same no matter
the region of residence, this may have
more to do with additional sources of
revenue spent on other priorities, rather
than less money spent on disability
programs, per se. Poor communes also
have lower than average spending per
number of households as a proportion of
their budget. This may be due to additional
spending for general antipoverty programs.
A more detailed budgetary analysis is
needed to determine the nature of these

differences.

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XV.HEALTHCARE CENTER

As mentioned earlier in this report, people
with disabilities tend to have greater
health care needs than people without
disabilities. Health and rehabilitative care
can be essential to minimize barriers to
participation and improve their overall
quality of life. Fortunately, people with
disabilities in Viet Nam have good access
to health but that health
insurance can only be used effectively if
health

accessible facilities, appropriate services,

centers are equipped with

and adequately trained staff.

The large majority of health centers have
programs for education on health care for
people with disabilities, but in many cases
do

services. As shown in table 15.1, 57.3

these not include rehabilitative
percent of communes have rehabilitative
programs. In fact, as can be seen in the
table,

receiving such services is very small. This

same the number of people
means that while measures to address
acute health concerns exist in about 90
percent of all communes, many people
with disabilities may lack access to
rehabilitative services that could improve
their ability to function. This is especially
true in the NMM, where only 39.3
percent of communes have rehabilitative

services.

Of which, only 22.4 percent have
accessible sanitation facilities and there
are 41.7 percent of CHCs with walkways,
ramps designed for PWDs.

Regional differences exist. For example,
while only 7.8% of CHC in the NMM are
with accessible design for people with
disabilities, that rate is 27.4% and 26.0%
in the SE and MRD, respectively. The SE
also has the highest rate of accessible
sanitation at 34.1%. Urban areas are
slightly better when it comes to providing
ramps, but still have a rate below half.

Beyond accessibility, it is important to
have staff trained in the concerns of
people with disabilities. Here, too, the
rates are very low. On average, there is
fewer than one professional staff per CHC
trained on rehabilitation services. Across
the nation, only 12.6% of CHC’s staff are
trained on functioning rehabilitation
services. In other words, for every 8
CHC’s staff, only one person who are
trained on this area. These results are the
same for rural and urban areas. The RRD
has the highest level of training, but is still
quite low at 18.5 percent with just over

one trained person per CHC.

For children with disability to successfully
attend school those schools and their
materials need to be accessible, and the
staff needs to be trained on how to address
the difficulties that children with
disabilities may have. For example,
children with physical disabilities need
physical access to school spaces. The
same is true for children with visual
difficulties to the extent they need tactile
clues about the physical space, for
example bumps in the floor to warn them
of proximity to stairs. Children with vision
difficulties may need Braille materials.

Even with these difficulties, schools do
have a variety of programs to support their
students with disabilities. Some of these
clearly benefit children, for example
giving the priority enrolment, exempting
tuition and other fees, providing
scholarships and educational equipment.
Another program that allows children with
disabilities to attend classes at a higher
age 1s helpful in the short run, but as
schools become more able to deal with
inclusion this will hopefully be less

necessary. The same is true for exempting

students from subjects that are not
“suitable”. In a fully inclusive school, all
subjects would be suitable. Such

exemptions can be used as a way of side-
stepping problems caused by lack of
trained staff. Again, as inclusive teacher
training and more inclusively designed
curricula are implemented, the need for
such exemptions will hopefully decrease.
Table 16.7 shows that such exemptions
are currently more in use now than
scholarships or support for educational

equipment.

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The previous patrs provide an important
overview of the relation between disability and
a wide range of indicators. However, the
relationship between these indicators and
disability are complex. For example, disability
is associated with poverty, but that relation
may be very different for different age groups
because of the date of onset. Someone
becoming disabled at the age of 75 has had a
lifetime to work, build up assets, and raise a
family that can support them. Their education
and work experience was not affected by
disability. The situation is very different for
someone born with a disability or who even
acquires one during their early working years.
Previous work done in Viet Nam with the
VHLSS showed that the disability poverty gap
was much larger for children with disabilities

than with old people with a disability.

Moreover, from the tables in previous parts we
do not know the impact of disability apart from
the impact of other characteristics that might be
associated with disability. Or, for example, if
the employment gap between people with and
without disabilities results mainly from
different access to education and training, or
barriers in the labor market. Therefore, it is
important that we undertake multivariate
analyses to get a better sense of the impact of

disability on people’s lives.

The first set of regressions look at the relation
between disability and wealth. The dependent
variable is the wealth index, which ranges
from 1 for the poorest quintile to 5 for the

quintile given certain characteristics. Tables 1
through Table 3 report the estimated relative

risk ratios for each variable.

As explained in the section on disability
certification where other logit results are
presented, the relative risk ratio in these
regressions are the probabilities that someone
with a characteristic, like disability, will be in a
higher wealth quintile than someone without that
characteristic. That is, if the relative risk ratio
(RRR) is equal to 1, then having or not having
that characteristic makes no difference in how
wealthy you are (holding the other variables in
the regression constant). If the RRR is 0.5, then
the person is half as likely to be in a particular
quintile than the base quintile. In these logits, the
richest quintile is the base quintile so all the
RRR’s are the probability of being in a particular
quintile relative to being in the richest. If the
RRR is 2, then a person is twice as likely to be in
a particular quintile than the top quintile. A z-
score with an absolute value above 1.96
indicates that the RRR is different from 1 at

above the 95 percent confidence level.

Table 1 shows the results from a multinomial
that estimates the relationship between the
wealth index and disability without taking
anything else into consideration other than
region of residence. The RRR of 4.22 for the
poorest quintile means that people with
disabilities are over four times as likely to be
in the poorest quintile (quintile 1) rather than
the richest (quintile 5). They are over three

relative risks decrease somewhat.

are also correlated with poverty. This makes
sense since many of the conditions associated
with poverty - for example, education - can
also be related to the causes of disability. Still,
the association between disability and wealth
is strong. People with disabilities are four
times as likely to be in the poorest quintile
than the richest, and two and a half times as
likely to be in the second poorest quintile than
the richest.

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Having a disability can lead to unemployment if

it creates barriers to finding a job,
unemployment being the state where a person is
not working but is searching and available for
work. It can also lead a person to decide to not
even look for employment, in which case they

are considered economically inactive people.

Table 4 contains the results of a multinomial
logit regression that shows the relative risk of
being unemployed or inactive, relative to being
employed, depending on a person’s disability
status, controlling for the region in which they
live. As shown in the table, being disabled
makes one more than twice as likely to be
unemployed relative to being employed, and
over six times more likely to be inactive. This
represents a major negative association between

Table 5 shows that the negative association
between disability and employment gets
larger once other characteristics are controlled
for. Having a disability now makes someone
almost three times as likely to be unemployed
as compared to employed, and nearly eight

times as likely to be inactive.

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Results including interactive effects between
disability and various characteristics are
included in Table 6. The only significant
interaction is between gender and disability.
Disability has a large and very significant
impact on women’s decisions to be out of the
labor market. It also has a negative impact on
unemployment, that is significant at the 90
percent confidence level.

Some
disabilities, such as cognitive, psychosocial,
self-care, and lower mobility, are associated
both with higher ratios of unemployment and
inactivity. People with hearing difficulties are
least affected. Other types of disability have
more complicated patterns. People with
communication and upper body mobility
issues are not more likely to be unemployed,

but they are much more likely to be inactive.
Education

As explained in the education part of this
report, disability is often associated with less
education. However, the logits reported in
Table 8 suggest this is not the case in Viet
Nam. While the data shows children with
disabilities are five to six percent less likely to
attend school, that estimate is not statistically
significant. Model 2 shows the results do not
change when mother’s characteristics are
controlled for. Models were also estimated
interacting the mother’s characteristics with
the child’s disability status and also looking at
the association of attendance with type of
disability and commune characteristics, but as
the relative risk ratios (RRR) were also not
significant (and often very close to one) those

models are not reported here.
