Its structure reveals a three-dimensional relationship: ancestors receive
offerings, deities witness, and descendants demonstrate filial piety and seek blessings. Particularly
noteworthy is the mechanism of “elevation,” from individuals to ancestors, Ong cu, and deities. The
ritual not only affirms the cultural identity of the Dao Quan Chet but also reflects the dynamic
integration between indigenous beliefs, Taoism, and other religious elements, contributing to
heritage preservation and strengthening community solidarity.

Using ethnographic
fieldwork methods, including participant observation, in-depth interviews, retrospective
inquiry, and secondary source analysis, the study identifies key changes in these practices,
analyzes the dynamics of Sino-Vietnamese cultural acculturation, and explains the underlying
causes of such transformations. The article contributes a concrete case study to research on the
transformation of folk beliefs among minority communities in urban Vietnam, sheds light on
mechanisms of cultural acculturation in multi-ethnic urban settings, and expands the theoretical
framework for understanding the evolution of folk beliefs in the context of modernization and
state policies on culture, religion, and folk belief.
