1. Lu Vi An: The impact of epidemics on the fate of nations and ethnic groups in history

Abstract: In the course of human history, epidemics frequently occurred impacting many aspects
of human life. Dangerous epidemics with high mortality rates have led to population decline and
demographic change. A number of epidemics have affected the fate of ethnic groups, dynasties and
civilizations throughout history. This article aims to explore the effects of epidemics on the
demographics and fate of nations and ethnic peoples in the past. Within the scope of the research, the
article analyzes some specific cases including the Justinian pandemic and the "Black Death™ in
Europe, epidemics in the Aztec and Inca communities in the New World, epidemics in China during the
Ming-Qing period and in Vietnam under the Nguyen Dynasty.

2. Lam Minh Chau: Scale or Diversity? Multi-functional livelihood model in post-modern
economic context

Abstract: This article analyses a livelihood model called “da gi nang” (multi-functional) in a
rural area in Northern Vietnam, by which it discusses the importance of livelihood diversity in a post-
modern economic context. David Harvey contends that one of the fundamental features of the post-
modern era is the accelerating pace of change in the economic environment on a global scale, especially
under the influence of constant changes in demands, needs, tastes, and technology. As a result, Fordist
economic models, which emphasize scale, become increasingly rigid and struggle in adaption to the new
economic environment. In contrast, economic models that emphasize diversity show resilience as well as
the flexibility in adapting to rapid changes. This poses numerous implications for Vietnam's economic
development policy-making process, especially the need to balance the development of large-scale
production with the diversity, flexibility, and adaptability of the economy to the rapid changes of the
modern world.

3. Nguyen Thi Minh Phuong: Finding the market for agricultural products: An application of
organizational theory to analyze the operation of new-type co-operative

Abstract: Finding a market for agricultural products remains a challenge that agricultural service
co-operatives currently face despite various efforts to reconstruct and operate under Co-operative Law
2012. This article explores the operation of a commune-level co-operative in Dong Anh district, Hanoi
city through its service provision activities, first steps in growing safe organic potato, together with
rekindling ideas about developing the value chains for the product. The study will analyze the
operation of this co-operative in comparison with two other co-operatives in the same area to indicate
the next step this organization needs to take to attract more farmers to participate. In addition, the
study also applies stochastic theory and organizational behavior theory to explain the operation and
effectiveness of the organizing models of the new-type co-operative.

4. Hoang Phuong Mai: Livelihoods of ethnic minorities in Vietham - China border area in
the context of the Covid-19 pandemic (Case study of Ban Qua commune, Bat Xat district, Lao
Cai province)

Abstract: The main livelihoods of ethnic minorities in the Vietnam - China border area are
currently agro-forestry combined with small trade and wage labor. Under the impact of the market
economy and international integration, cross-border wage labor has become an increasing trend in
many ethnic minorities in the border areas in recent decades. When the Covid-19 epidemic broke out,
the Vietnam - China border was one of the first areas affected by border restrictions and closures to
prevent the spread of the disease, causing difficulties for people’s livelihoods. In that context, this study
contributes to clarifying the livelihoods of the ethnic minorities in the border areas under the effects of
the Covid-19 epidemic and the local government's economic development policy for the people. On that
basis, the paper addresses a number of issues that need to be resolved in order to stabilize the local
ethnic minorities’ lives.

These products can be collected
from the wild or they can also be cultivated and exploited by the people. On the basis of field data and
analysis of secondary documents, this study aims to clarify the picture of the exploitation of non-timber
forest products available in natural and artificial forests of the Giay ethnicity in Ban Qua commune,
Bat Xat district, Lao Cai province. In addition, this article analyses the role of non-timber forest
products in the life of the studied ethnic group and raises some issues about the process of non-timber
forest product exploitation.

The authors also propose solutions which show the relationship between
opportunities and challenges at each level of adaptation of Khmer communities to the decline of water
resources. Two groups of solutions including infrastructure and non-infrastructure solutions are
focused on, in order to bring about long-term effects in sustainable livelihood development.

(ethnic Chinese) in Mong Cai city. Located in the Vietnam - China border area, Mong Cai used to be a
crowded settlement of the Hoa and they have always maintained economic and commercial relations,
consolidated and expanded social relations, and sustained cultural and religious activities with their
ethnic counterparts across the border. Having undergone the vicissitudes of history, at present, the
number of Hoa people in Mong Cai has significantly declined, but transnational ethnic relations have
been restored and expanded, which have strongly impacted the economic life of the people. This article
presents some features of the cross-border relationships of the Hoa in Mong Cai city, Quang Ninh
province, and examines the influences of those relationships on the socio-economic development of
border residents in the context of global integration.

10. Tran Thi Mai Lan: Cultural exchange of Nung people in the border area of Cao Bang
province

Abstract: In Vietnam, the Nung live mainly in the Northeast mountainous area. In the border province
of Cao Bang alone, the Nung people have a population of 157,607 people, residing mainly in 4
districts: Phuc Hoa, Quang Uyen, Ha Lang and Tra Linh (currently 3 districts of Quang Hoa, Trung
Khanh and Ha Lang). As the Nung people share a common origin with the Zhuang and live in the
border area close to the Zhuang Autonomous Region of Guangxi Province, China, local Nung people
still retain many traditional cultural features of their ethnic group. Additionally, there has always been
a cultural exchange between the Nung people and other ethnic groups on both sides of the Vietnam-
