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1. Nguyen Van Chinh: Ngai People in Vietnam: History, Culture, and Identity Consciousness

Abstract: The article presents new findings about the Ngai people in Vietnam, focusing on the identity
and factors of ethnic identity. Discussed theoretical perspectives include one according to which ethnic
identity is a built-in biological structure (primordialism) and the opposite view, that identity is a
constructed structure (circumstantialism). The findings from the study reinforce the notion that
consciousness of ethnicity arises during the interaction between ethnic groups and that ethnic identity
is flexible, and changes as circumstances change. The Ngai people in Vietnam (with the San Ngai and
Hakka subgroups) are considered local subgroups of the Hoa/Han Chinese ethnic group. However,
considering these subgroups' names, immigration history, language, and cultural characteristics, they
are communities with little connection to the Han ethnic group. The history of ethnic interactions with
the Han and other ethnic groups in South China and Vietnam makes the perception of ethnic identity
different between these groups, reflecting the ambiguity about ethnic identity.

2. Nguyen Thi Thanh Binh, Ly Hanh Son: National Consciousness Reflected through Border
Awareness of Some Ethnic Groups in the Border Area of Vi Xuyen District, Ha Giang Province

Abstract: The Vietnam-China border area is inhabited by many ethnic groups and plays a critical role
in protecting national sovereignty. Nevertheless, there have not been many in-depth studies on the
national consciousness of the people in the locality. Based on the research results in 2021, the article
contributes to clarifying national consciousness expressed through the border awareness of the
Hmong, Tay, and Nung ethnic groups in the two border communes of Lao Chai and Thanh Thuy, Vi
Xuyen district, Ha Giang province. Following the 1979 northern border war launched by China, the
central and local propaganda, and the impacts from across the border, the awareness of ethnic groups
of national borders, borderlines and milestones have been increasingly consolidated and become
conscious. The level of awareness has also been further improved. Research results show that most
people prefer to live in their current homeland in Vietnam, ready to follow in the footsteps of their
forefathers to participate in the construction and protection of the national borders and landmarks.

3. Le Thi Mui, Nguyen Thi Thanh Binh: Aspects of Livelihood Diversity in Some Ethnic
Groups in the Border Area of Ha Giang Province

decades. The results contribute to providing information on livelihood diversity and resources of ethnic
groups in different regions. Many studies focused on analysing the livelihoods of a locality, an ethnic
group or a single region. However, comparative studies that discuss differences are rare. Based on
field data in four communes with four ethnic groups — Hmong, Tay, Nung, and Lo Lo — in the Vietnam-



China border area in Ha Giang province, the article aims to provide specific examples of ethnic
groups’ livelihood diversity shown from the village level. Thereby, the article clarifies the influence of
geographical location and natural and social conditions on people's choice of livelihood activities in
each locality.
