1. Vuong Xuan Tinh: Culture with Ethnic Groups’ Consciousness of Nation
-State in the Vietnam - China Border Region

Abstract: The consciousness of nation - state has a deep relationship with national
culture and some elements of ethnic culture. Research on four ethnic groups — the
Hmong, Tay, Nung, and Lo Lo, in the Vietnam - China border area in Ha Giang province
— shows that national culture, especially symbols and cultural institutions at the local
level, affects people and makes them aware of their belonging to the nation of Vietnam,
and ensures them the conditions and environment for cultural activities and practices of a
new cultural lifestyle which is united nationwide. The preservation and promotion of
ethnic values in association with national culture make people proud of their culture and
reduce the feeling of losing their culture. In addition, culture is also a resource for
socioeconomic development and national defence.

2. Tran Hong Thu: Media Reception of Giay and Hmong People in the Border
Area of Lao Cai Province

Abstract: The Giay and Hmong are two ethnic groups residing in the border area
of Lao Cai province. They have many cross-border ethnic and kinship (consanguineal
and affinal) relationships, as well as economic, cultural, and social relationships with the
Chinese side. Living in the border area, these ethnic groups have access to various media
streams from Vietnam, China, and elsewhere. Based on the results of ethnographic
fieldwork and survey questionnaires conducted in some border communes in Bat Xat and
Muong Khuong districts, Lao Cai province, in 2021 and 2022, this article focuses on
analysing the capacity and choice of media reception of Giay and Hmong people in the
area. At the same time, it provides information and understanding about the media
reception of the inhabitants of these two ethnic groups in the border area as an essential
indicator to assess the effectiveness of communication in the region.

Village, Quang Han Commune, Trung Khanh District, Cao Bang Province Today

Abstract: Livelihood is the foundation for the development of human life.
Livelihood is closely dependent on changes in resources, the living environment, and
social development conditions. Livelihood adaptation is inevitable when living conditions
change. The article analyses some livelihood activities of the Hmong in the border village
of Pu Do, Quang Han commune, Trung Khanh district, Cao Bang province today,



including cultivation, husbandry, bartering, loading, unloading, and transporting goods
across borders. From there, the study identifies the unique behaviours of this ethnic group
to the environment and local economic and social conditions as well as the ability to be
flexible and sensitive to the market economy of the Hmong in the context of the
international integration of Vietnam and the COVID-19 pandemic.

4. Tran Minh Hang: Cross-border Labour Migration and Gender Roles among
Ha Nhi Women in Y Ty Commune, Bat Xat District, Lao Cai Province

Abstract: This study investigates the relationship between cross-border labour
migration and gender roles of Ha Nhi women in Y Ty commune, Bat Xat district, Lao
Cai province. Research results show that cross-border labour migration has significantly
changed the gender roles and position of Ha Nhi women within their families. Firstly,
women’s labour migration has altered the division of work in the family. Second, with
significant economic contributions to the family and broader knowledge and
understanding of society, women’s roles in decision-making and their status in the family
have also been enhanced. Third, the emotional relationships of couples with migrants
face many obstacles and challenges both during migration and when returning. Labour
migration is also one factor that increases the cross-border marriage rate in this ethnic
community. In general, women’s cross-border labour migration brings both positive and
negative impacts to families both during and after migration, so there is a need for gender
equality policies to support migrant women and their families.

5. Ta Thi Tam: Cross-border Labour Migration of Tay and Nung in Lang Son
Province: Current Situation and Problems

Abstract: The article clarifies the current situation of cross-border labour migration
of Tay and Nung people in three border communes of Loc Binh, Cao Loc, and Van Lang
districts, Lang Son province. The results show that geographical conditions, ethnic
relations and experiences in agricultural production bring job opportunities to the Tay and
Nung people in the studied area. Cross-border migration contributes significantly to
household income, but many challenges and risks have arisen for migrants, especially
women. The shift of migration flows from cross-border labour migration to internal
migration and the development of some new local livelihood models after the COVID-19
pandemic show that these are possible and potential directions and capacity for
employment and income for the Tay and Nung people in the border areas.

Based on
the research results of Tay and Nung people in three villages in two border communes of
Lang Son province (Thanh Long commune, Van Lang district, and Bao Lam commune,
Cao Loc district) in 2021 and 2022, the article initially explores the impact of hired
labour migration to China on some aspects of the lives of the Tay and Nung. These
include household income and expenditure, the building of local Party and mass
organisations, and the emergence of social evils and problems in family relations in the
years before the COVID-19 pandemic.
