1. Nguyen Thi Thanh Binh, Hoang Thi Le Thao: The Role of Consciousness of
Nation - State in the Vietnam-China border areas today

Abstract: Consciousness of nation - state is built, consolidated, fostered, and enhanced in
the awareness of all classes and social groups about the sovereignty and interests of the
nation. Based on analysing the results of research on the consciousness of nation - state of
some ethnic groups in the Vietnam - China border area in Ha Giang province in 2021 and
2022, the article generalises the roles of consciousness of nation - state in the following
issues: border protection, national defence, border security, national unity, friendly
neighbourliness, and the performance of international obligations. On that basis, the article
highlights some problems posed in the process of creating and raising Vietnamese ethnic
groups’ national consciousness in the border areas in the current context.

The quality of human resources is still
limited, ethnic minority cadres are lacking in quantity, and a part is weak in terms of
professional qualifications.

3. Vu Dinh Muoi: Labour Migration of Tay and Nung People in the Vietnam -
China Border Area in Lang Son Province Before and During the COVID-19 Pandemic

Abstract: Under the influence of Vietnam’s Doi Moi (1986) policies, the market economy,
and border trading development, ethnic minorities’ cross-border labour migration has
flourished. Before the COVID-19 pandemic, the Tay, and the Nung in the border area of
Lang Son province were two ethnic groups with strong cross-border labour migration in
both scale and frequency. This activity has had a profound impact on the socioeconomic



life of the province’s border area. Since the beginning of 2020, due to the pandemic, these
two ethnic groups’ labour migration to China had almost stopped. The pandemic has had a
great impact on people’s situation and the trend of labour migration. This is a new issue
that has not been studied in-depth. From the perspective of ethnology and anthropology
and based on field data, the article analyses and clarifies some key movements in Tay and
Nung people’s labour migration in the border area of Lang Son province before and during
the pandemic.

4. Pham Thi Cam Van, Doan Viet: Community-based Tourism in the
Northwest of Vietnam: Opportunities and Challenges.

Abstract: The northwest of Vietnam is known for its unique natural and abundant
humanistic tourism resources, which is rich in ethnic-cultural identity and thus is suitable
for community-based tourism development. Mai Chau district in Hoa Binh province and
Moc Chau district in Son La province are the two localities with the earliest development
of community-based tourism activities in the region. In recent years, homestay tourism and
experiencing a village’s cultural space have been well-developed models in both districts,
thanks to which people have more sources of income and improved living standards.
However, community-based tourism faces challenges, such as the lack of diversity in types
of tourism, undeveloped infrastructure, especially traffic, and the arbitrary thriving of
tourism, just within the Thai community. Based on analysing the current situation of
community-based tourism in these two areas, the article contributes to pointing out the
strengths, opportunities, weaknesses, and challenges posed in the development of
community-based tourism in Mai Chau and Moc Chau in particular as well as the
Northwest region in general.

5. Pham Hong Long, Le Thi Huyen Trang: Developing Tourism in Traditional
Craft Villages: Theoretical Basis, Practice, and Lessons Learned

Abstract: As a country associated with a long-standing agricultural civilization and nearly
2,000 traditional craft villages, Vietnam possesses great resources for developing craft
village tourism, rural tourism, and community tourism. Tourism activities associated with
traditional craft villages not only have economic value and help people have more income,
but also have cultural significance, contributing to maintaining and developing professions
that are in danger of extinction. However, in traditional craft villages in Vietnam, tourism
activities have not been harmoniously combined with production activities, nor have taken
advantage of opportunities from this combination. As a result, many craft villages, after
the opening of tourism activities, had to close down. The reasons were the shortage of



revenue for maintaining the operation, conflicts of interest in the community due to the
failure to agree on a benefit-sharing mechanism among members; or failure to attract
tourists as the products of the craft village were not suitable for tourism. This article
contributes to clarifying some concepts, models, and forms of combining tourism in the
production and business activities of craft villages and, at the same time, offers lessons
learned in developing craft village tourism in Vietnam.

6. Ta Huu Duc: Forest Products Production and Environmental Protection in
Muong Khuong District, Lao Cai Province

Abstract: Forest production is one of the essential livelihood activities of people in the
border area of Muong Khuong district, Lao Cai province. At present, the shift in the
structure of forest production from afforestation for pure timber (such as pine, linden,
manglietia conifera dandy, and bead tree) to non-timber forest products (such as anise,
chine wood oil tree, cinnamon, tea, and amomum) has brought about a significant source
of income for the people but has also created multi-dimensional impacts on the
environment and society. The article is based on the identification and analysis of the
current situation of forest production, also including issues of environmental protection in
Muong Khuong district, Lao Cai province.

There have been many studies clarifying the causes, and most
gave the explanation that the Khmer people have a low intellectual level, are not active,
and do not have the will and effort to rise. Based on the results of fieldwork in An Giang
province, this article shows that despite the lack of productive land and difficult agricultural
cultivation conditions, the Khmer are active in expanding their livelihood activities. Along
with that, economic development projects have been implemented by local authorities, but
a number of the State’s investment policies are not appropriate and effective, becoming
one of the main causes of the low rate of Khmer households escaping poverty. Therefore,
this article argues that for the Khmer people to quickly escape poverty, the State’s programs
and projects need to be more effective.

An overview of studies on the religions
and beliefs of coastal and island residents in Vietnam shows that there are many researches
work on folklore, beliefs, and rituals related to the sea; however, the number of studies on
the religions of coastal residents is limited. Notably, there is a gap in research on ethnic-
religious relationships in most studies, especially ethnic-religious relations of ethnic groups
with different religious subgroups. This article clarifies some concepts and initially



analyses the relationships of ethnic-religious groups in the coastal and island communities
of Vietnam through an overview of domestic and foreign research documents.
