1. Nguyen Van Suu, Chu Thu Huong: Modernisation and Traditionalisation in the
Transformation of a Vietnamese Village in the Red River Delta

Abstract: Studies on changes in Vietnamese villages typically focus on trends towards
modernisation, overlooking the parallel process of traditionalisation. While some studies have
highlighted the integration of traditional elements in diverse forms, few have addressed both
processes in Vietnamese villages. This article, based on ethnographic records and utilising
process and spatial approaches, analyses the co-occurrence of modernisation and
traditionalisation and their causes in Dong Ky village, Tu Son city, Bac Ninh province, over
nearly four decades of Doi Moi in Vietnam.

2. Tran Hong Thu: Poverty Reduction for Hmong People in Dong Van Karst Plateau:
Policy, Current Situation, and Some Raised Issues

Abstract: The Hmong have a high poverty rate among the ethnic minorities in Vietnam.
The Hmong live mainly in the border provinces of Vietnam, primarily concentrated in the Dong
Van Karst plateau. This area also has one of the highest poverty rates in the country. Although
numerous poverty reduction policies have been implemented with significant achievements, the
outcomes have not met expectations. This article examines policy implementation and analyses
the factors influencing Hmong poverty in the area. The results show that besides policy
inadequacies, natural conditions, culture, and ethnic awareness are identified as the primary
poverty factors of the Hmong. The article proposes effective and sustainable poverty reduction
policy recommendations for the Hmong in the Dong Van karst plateau. These initiatives could
aid socio-economic development, enhance national defence, and security in the Vietnam-China
border region.

3. Ta Thi Tam: Am Vai Pagoda and Its Values in Developing Tourism in Bac Giang Province

Abstract: Am Vai pagoda in Bac Giang province, a historical site surrounded by
primaeval forests and diverse flora, belongs to the Truc Lam-Yen Tu Zen sect of Buddhism. The
pagoda’s unique values are enhanced by the interweaving residence of ethnic minority groups.
The temple’s inherent sacredness blends with its historical, Buddhist, and cultural values,
making it a significant resource for tourism development, particularly for spiritual and
ecotourism in Bac Giang province.
