This article, by looking back at
the history of ethnography development, from “armchair” ethnography to “participatory
ethnography”, and then autoethnography, firrmly indicates that social researchers have
constantly searched and invented new methods to understand and explain cultural phenomena.
The article suggests that autoethnography is a typical qualitative method, aims to understand
culture from within, interpreting cultural phenomenon from the perspective of insiders instead
of outsiders’ view. In essence, autoethnography is an intersection between autobiography and
ethnography. The researcher, through his or her personal experience, describes the cultural
phenomena he/she studies, writes down his/her personal thoughts, and presents the results in
the form of self-reflection with emotions and concerns. Although there are no specific
regulations on writing autoethnography, researchers agree that this form of self-reflection is
both a research method and a text.

1. Vuong Xuan Tinh, Tran Huu Nghi, Tran Ngoc Thanh: Migration and
Local Ethnic Groups’ Land Issues in the Central Highlands

Abstract: Since 1975, there has been significant migration to the Central
Highlands, primarily by Kinh people and ethnic minorities from the Northern
mountainous region. Planned and voluntary migration aimed to acquire better
agricultural land resources compared to their original hometowns. This migration
has led to a change in the population structure of the Central Highlands, with local
ethnic groups becoming a minority. Consequently, their land resources have
diminished, and they have been forced to sell land to migrants due to financial
obligations and debts, resulting in a scarcity of arable land. Moreover, under the
influence of migrants, local ethnic groups have altered their land use practices to
engage in commodity trading. To mitigate the adverse impact of migration on land
issues faced by local ethnic groups in the Central Highlands, the government needs to
establish a specific mechanism to manage the sale of their land, particularly among
impoverished households.

2. Tran Hong Thu: National Consciousness of Giay and Hmong People in
Lao Cai Province’s Border Area

Abstract: Attached to the connotations of the concept of national consciousness and
the theory of belonging, and based on ethnographic field research conducted in
selected border communes in Bat Xat district and Muong Khuong district between
2021 and 2022, the article analyses the national consciousness of Giay and Hmong
ethnic groups in Lao Cai province’s border area. Research results show that the
members of these two ethnic groups have developed a strong national consciousness
during their long-term residence in the area. They possess a sense of being
Vietnamese citizens, firmly asserting Vietnam as their homeland. They demonstrate
awareness of national border sovereignty, the legal system, citizenship rights, civic
obligations, and the national language, while also adhering to nation-building
policies. However, there are certain limitations in the understanding and awareness
of Vietnam as a nation among ethnic minorities in the border areas. Therefore,
activities should be implemented to enhance their awareness, strengthen their
national consciousness, and contribute to socioeconomic development, political
stability, and national defense in the border regions.

5. Hoang Phuong Mai: Typical Marriage Forms of Ha Nhi People in
Vietnam-China Border Area (Research in Y Ty Commune, Bat Xat District, Lao

marriage, cross-border marriage and mixed-ethnic marriage. The analysis of these
marriage forms is not limited to social institutions or economic relationships; instead,
it is based on the ethnic composition, nationality, and nation of each individual within
the ethnic and social environment, which are influenced by various border factors.
The study of Ha Nhi people’s marriage forms provides insights into the developmental
process of this ethnic group and their ability to adapt to social changes. Given the



current sociopolitical context in the Vietnam-China border area and the living
environment of the Ha Nhi people in Y Ty commune, Bat Xat district, Lao Cai
province, this research holds significance.

6. Nguyen Thi Tam: Human Resource Challenges in Preserving and
Developing Traditional Crafts in Cao Bang Non Nuoc Geopark

Abstract: To preserve and develop traditional handicrafts associated with
tourism, local human resources play a leading role and are one of the major
challenges in craft villages. Traditional craft villages in Non Nuoc Cao Bang
Geopark include: Pac Rang hamlet (blacksmithing), Doan Ket hamlet (incense
making), and Dia Tren hamlet (Ban paper making) in Phuc Sen commune, Quang
Hoa district; Residential Unit 3 (sugarcane making) in Hoa Thuan town, Quang Hoa
district; Luong Noi village (brocade weaving) in Ngoc Dao commune, Ha Quang
district; and Phia Den hamlet (vermicelli making) in Thanh Cong commune, Nguyen
Binh district. This article provides an overview of the human resources in these six
craft villages and reflects on the challenges of human resources in preserving and
developing traditional crafts. Additionally, it proposes potential solutions to enhance
the quality of human resources in these areas of study.

7. Tran Huu Son: The Role of Ha Nhi People’s Traditional Village Space in
Mitigating Natural Disasters: A Study in Bat Xat District, Lao Cai Province

Abstract: This article explores the factors that enable the Ha Nhi people in Lao
Cai province to respond more effectively to natural disasters compared to
neighbouring ethnic groups. Through field research conducted in Bat Xat district, it
was discovered that the Ha Nhi people have minimised the damage caused by flash
floods, thanks to the presence of forest, villages, and terraced fields. These spaces are
interconnected, with forests retaining water and providing water sources for villages
and terrace fields. The forest acts as a protective barrier for the villages and is
greatly respected by the community. Simultaneously, terraced fields serve as
recipients of nutrients from the forest while aiding in reducing the flow rate of water,
preventing erosion and landslides, and safeguarding the village landscape. The
article also draws comparisons between Dao villages and Ha Nhi villages to explain
why Ha Nhi villages demonstrate greater resilience in the face of natural disasters,
such as flash floods and sewer floods

This article examines the provision
of tourism services in selected craft villages in Phuc Sen commune, Quang Hoa
district, Cao Bang province: Pac Rang blacksmithing village, Quoc Dan paper-
making craft village, and Phia Thap incense-making village. It emphasizes that not
every craft village is suitable for offering CBT services. The selection should consider
the characteristics of the craft, the level of community development, and local
conditions.

9. Mai Thi Hong Vinh: Exploiting the Cultural Values of the Tay People for
Tourism Development in Khuoi Ky Ancient Stone Village, Dam Thuy Commune,
Trung Khanh District, Cao Bang Province

Abstract: Khuoi Ky ancient stone village, located in Dam Thuy commune, Cao
Bang province, possesses unique ancient stone house architecture and traditional
cultural values of the Tay ethnic group. As an attractive cultural resource, the Tay
community in Khuoi Ky has developed a homestay tourism model. However, some
traditional cultural values of the Tay ethnic group in the area remain untapped for
community-based tourism. Based on existing literature and survey data, this article
aims to clarify the traditional cultural values of the Tay people, highlight specific
cultural values, and propose solutions to promote the exploitation of cultural assets
that have the potential to become community tourism products in Khuoi Ky ancient
stone village.
